3. Will work proactively with local Confucius Classrooms to develop Chinese

teaching and learning.

Participation and achievement

1. Is working to establish Chinese teaching and learning in the curriculum,

together with students outcomes that are monitored and celebrated.

2. Has plans to offer examinations in Chinese language, such as Youth Chinese

Test (YCT) striving to narrow the gap for a growing number of students.

3. Is building capacity and capability to achieve an established workforce with

expertise in teaching Chinese language to all levels.

Advice, Guidance and Information, further and higher study

1. Supports the mission to ensure Higher Education institutions offer academic

progression.

2. Is committed to providing Advice, Guidance and Information, linked to the

study of China across the curriculum and/or Chinese language.
