TROY partners with City of Montgomery to provide new local cable channel

Troy University has teamed up with the City of Mont-
gomery and the city’s two cable television providers to
offer a new source for local information.

The Capital City Connection, offered to Charter Cable sub-
scribers in the Montgomery city limits on channel 95 and to
Knology customers on channel 96, grew out of a partnership
signed between TROY and the City of Montgomery in Febru-
ary. Under the agreement, the University provides the studio,
equipment and personnel, while Montgomery officials coordi-
nate programming schedules.

The new channel, which went on the air Oct. 21, will include
live broadcasts of the Montgomery City Council meetings, live
rush-hour traffic video, governmental meetings held within the
Montgomery Council Chambers, as well as golf and tennis tips
provided by city of Montgomery personnel, education news and
updates, storybook time provided through the Montgomery Pub-
lic Library, concerts and various special events within the city of
Montgomery.

“Troy University is very proud to partner with the city of
Montgomery in this effort, but this type of relationship with
between the University and the city is nothing new,” said Ray
White, vice chancellor of the Montgomery Campus.

Dciate Nursing Program, and Virginia Nichols,
assistant director for student services in the University’s
Southeast Region Registrar/Records office, have been
honored as Vergil Parks McKinley Award recipients for
October and November respectively.

The McKinley Award is the highest honor that Troy
University gives to a non-faculty staff member. It is pre-
sented monthly to an employee who has demonstrated
outstanding attitude, innovation and work ethic. The
award was established by former Texaco CEO John
McKinley in honor of his father, Vergil Parks McKinley,
who was a Troy University professor during the early
20th century and was key to the development of the
University’s athletic program.

Rather than a permanent email account
that has to be monitored, TROY’s service
assigns each user an “@alumni.troy.edu”
email address that redirects incoming
mail to the user’s permanent, self-
assigned email account. The online man-
agement tools allow users to designate
the final destination email address.

F. Miskowski, Executive Secretary
of Communication Workers of
America (CWA) Local 1033, and
Assistant Curator of the New Jersey
State Museum and Doreen Griffin,
CWA Local 1033 Executive Board
member and Representative for Law
and Public Safety, Division of Law
where she works as a Paralegal.

The program was originally pro-
duced in 2006 to commemorate
Black History Month and honor the
legacy of Rosa Parks as a one-time
performance for the CWA Commit-
tee on Equity.

academic colleges, teaching Chinese language to “thousands
of Alabama students,” using the Confucius Institute for eco-
nomic development purposes and sending Alabama students
to study in China.

The Confucius Institute at Troy University Alabama’s first
and only Confucius Institute and is part of a global network
of more than 200 similar institutes in 50 countries, and 54 in
the United States. In addition to focusing on language, arts
and culture, the Institute also provides a springboard for
business exchange with China.

Its first students, taught by Confucius Institute at Troy
University director Dr. Iris Xu, and visiting professors Li
Chenghao and Fan Xuerong, both faculty members from CI
partner Hebei Normal University of Science and Technolo-
gy, are taught language, culture, arts and general Asian stud-
ies as a cohort group. About 30 students are participating in
the inaugural fall semester.

In addition to the cohort of TROY students, the Confucius
Institute conducted a three-day “Experience China” program
in September that exposed more than 1,000 people — rang-
ing from elementary school students to the University’s fac-
ulty and staff — to Chinese culture. The institute has also
been involved in sponsoring calligraphy competitions, stu-
dent recruitment efforts, and has established a “Chinese
Corner” that offers a variety of events. Mr. Li, a scholar in
the area of Chinese art, culture and digital design, currently
is offering a 10-week Tai Chi workshop on the Troy Cam-
pus.

“The existence of multiculturalism is the foundation for
the peace and development of the world,” said Hebei Presi-
