Audition Day 

 
This is our chance to get to know you, your talent, creativity, and preparation. 

You will slate at the beginning of your audition package which will include 
your name and where you live. “Hello, my name is William Shakespeare. I’m 
from Stratford-upon-Avon, United Kingdom.” 

For Actors only, the audition will include: 

• Two prepared, contrasting monologues for a total of 2 minutes. 
• There will be a brief 5 to 7 minute interview at the conclusion of all 

auditions. 

For Musical Theatre, the audition will include: 

• Two to three prepared, contrasting pieces for a total of 2 minutes: 
o Monologue: Perform one or two prepared monologues; 

contrasting if performing more than one 
o Song: 16 measures of a ballad and/or 16 measures of an up- 

tempo song (preferably from musical theatre). 
• There will be a brief 5 to 7 minute interview at the conclusion of all 

auditions.
