Students Participate in
Collegiate Legislature Program

rience during the Eighth Annual YMCA
Collegiate Legislature. Other TSUD student
participants included Janice Stevens, Trish
Stevens, Stephanie Sapp, Joellen Valez, and
Charles Wiggins.

Collegiate Legislature is an invaluable
program that instills critical thinking and lead-
ership skills into its student body This pro-
gram has been one of the most rewarding
experiences in my academic career.

As | prepared for the 2002 Collegiate
Legislature, | wanted to present a bill that
addressed education. My proposal was that
any citizen that meets all requirements for res-
idency in the state of Alabama, prior to enlist-

ment into the active armed services, receive
120 credit hours of college education benefits.
These benefits would include tuition, books,
and fees. This cost would be absorbed into
the state’s general fund. There are restrictions
on eligibility and maintenance, which are
included in the bill itself.

When the Eighth Collegiate Legislature
came to order, the debates were heated, and
the competition was stiff, but in the end my bill
was passed and | truly felt a great sense of
pride and accomplishment for the TSUD team.
